Subject: Middle East Operational Update (11 March 2026)

Dear Valued Partner,

We continue to closely monitor the evolving situation in the Middle East and its potential
effects on global logistics networks and product supplies. Recent disruptions in the region have
led some carriers to adjust or temporarily suspend maritime and air operations, and inland
transport has experienced intermittent restrictions. While the environment remains dynamic,
our analysis to date indicates that these developments are primarily concentrated within the
affected region.

For customers in Europe and the Asia-Pacific region, the logistics routes used for your
deliveries do not transit through the impacted corridors. Based on the latest information
available, we do not anticipate disruptions to these supply lines at this time. Replenishment
flows to our distribution hubs remain stable, supported by established transport lanes and

safety stocks, and we expect service levels to remain consistent.

That said, we remain attentive and cautious given the rapidly evolving context. Our teams and
partners are monitoring the situation daily to ensure continuity and to identify any changes
early. At this stage, there is no need for customers to adjust ordering patterns, and we

encourage you to continue placing orders as usual.

The safety of our employees, partners, and logistics teams remains our highest priority, and we
will not take actions that could place them at risk. Our dedicated task force continues to
monitor developments daily, assess potential risk areas, and ensure preparedness across our
operations. We will keep you informed as we receive further updates from our logistics
partners and as conditions evolve. Should you have any questions or concerns, your Ansell
